Score reporting, oh joy!





The topic of residency continuously comes up around JO times. This year we have made the residency requirements simple and clear. Residency is defined as to where the competitor holds a current and valid driver’s license. If the competitor does not have a drivers license, residency is then defined as to where the competitor’s parents/guardians reside.  A shooter may compete as a non-resident in a state JO to qualify for the National Junior Olympic Championships; however, he or she will not be eligible for state awards.  In other words, shooters who are in college will have residency where they hold their drivers license.
