	During a Shoot-Off, two malfunctions are allowed.

	Equipment control is mandatory at all USA Shooting sanctioned competition.
	
	
	

	35
	The size of the ten-ring is the same for the 50-meter and the 50-yard target.
	
	
	

	36
	In the small bore rifle prone match the time to shoot 60 shots is one hour, 30 minutes plus time for sighters.
	
	
	

	37
	If a shooter receives a confirmed crossfire and it is impossible to determine which who placed the shot, the shooter  must be credited with the value of the highest undetermined shot.
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	38
	Shooters who do not present themselves in a Finals competition before the end of the sighting period automatically receives eighth place.


	
	
	

	39
	It is the duty of the range officer to check the shooter’s position. 


	
	
	

	40
	If a substitute rifle is used it must be approved by equipment control.
	
	
	

	41
	In FINAL rounds the shooters are to report 20 minutes before the scheduled starting time of the FINAL; failure to do so will result in a two point penalty.
	
	
	

	42
	The Jury of Appeal cannot impose a stiffer penalty than the Jury has applied when the decision by/of the jury is appealed.
	
	
	

	43
	The use of a spotting scope is permitted for 10m events.


	
	
	

	44
	After the last shot in a competition, it is the responsibility of the Range Officer to verify that there is no cartridge in chamber of the rifle. 
	
	
	

	45
	In the event of a malfunction of all targets on a range equipped with electronic targets, no further sighting shots are permitted when the range is functioning again and the competition is resumed.
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	46
	Shooters who stop firing for more than five minutes through no fault of their own may demand extra time equal to the amount of time lost.
	
	
	

	47
	In cases where a shooter fails to follow the Range Officer’s instructions, that shooter may be warned, have two points deducted from the score, or be disqualified.
	
	
	

	48
	Ear protectors incorporating any type of electronic device are not permitted for shooters.
	
	
	

	49
	In standing, the right hand may not touch the left hand or left arm, but may touch the left sleeve of the shooting jacket.
	
	
	

	50
	The  lowest point of the stock or toe of the butt-plate in the Standard Rifle in its maximum downward position is 200mm.
