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USA Shooting Policy on Selection for World University Games

Current as of 15 April 2010

As the National Governing Body for international shooting in the United States, USA Shooting establishes the selection procedures for the World University Games (WUG).

USA Shooting will also determine the degree of funding, Team Leadership, uniform issues, and all other matters related to participation in the games.

The selection process for all three disciplines is essentially the same, with allowances or modifications as appropriate for each discipline.  The intent of these procedures is to select the most deserving and qualified individuals to represent the United States in the international shooting sports.  

Here is the selection process for shooting events in the bi-annual World University Games, beginning in 2013:

· Individuals will be selected to participate in the WUG in each event according to their individual finish in the corresponding event at the designated championships (below), in the year prior to the WUG.

· Athletes will be offered invitations to participate first to the top finisher, and then sequentially down the list of competitors.

· Athletes who are top finishers in multiple events will be offered invitations to participate in each of those events. 

· Should an athlete decline the opportunity to participate, then next finisher will be offered the opportunity, and so on down the list until all WUG shooting slots are filled.

· Only athletes who made the final in each event will be considered to fill the slots.  If the shooting slots are not filled by competitors who made the final in each event, the slots will go unfilled. 
· Specific eligibility for WUG participation will be determined by the WUG organizers.  Factors such as age, minimum enrollment requirements, graduation year, and so forth, are under the purview of the WUG.  USA Shooting will support those requirements, and also require candidates to sign and abide by the USAS Code of Conduct.
· These are the discipline championships from which the competitors will be selected:

· RIFLE (Air Rifle and Smallbore Rifle):

· NCAA Championships

· PISTOL (Air Pistol and .22 Pistol events):

· NRA Collegiate Championships

· SHOTGUN (Trap, Skeet):

· ACU-I Championships

World University Games organizers determine which shooting events will be held in the Games.  USA Shooting will coordinate the invitations and subsequent administrative requirements until a Team Leader is named.  

USA Shooting may be able to provide some funding, but athletes should plan on self-funding for the entire trip.
